U.S. Pledges N$570,000 for Caprivi Flood Relief

 

 

The U.S. Embassy announced on April 28, 2004, that it is providing N$570,000 in response to the Government’s appeal for support to address the flood emergency in East Caprivi.

 

U.S. Ambassador Kevin McGuire made the announcement following appeals for donor support by the Secretary to Cabinet and the Emergency Management Unit.  Ambassador McGuire said that the Embassy received the contribution from the U.S. Office of Foreign Disaster Assistance (OFDA), a division of the U.S. Agency for International Development.  

 

Ambassador McGuire explained that the donation includes funding for water, sanitation and other emergency needs, as well as the provision of three shallow-drafted Zodiac boats and engines that have been mobilized from OFDA’s regional warehouse in Dubai.  The boats and engines, which arrived in Windhoek April 27, and which are expected to be delivered in East Caprivi April 28, are well-adapted for the emergency evacuation of displaced persons and the delivery of relief goods in flood-affected areas.  Funds for the water and sanitation program are being channeled through the Namibian Red Cross Society.

 

Ambassador McGuire noted that his Government “was deeply concerned about the magnitude of the disaster, and the well-being of thousands of Namibians who had been adversely affected by the floods.”
