USAID HIGH LEVEL VISIT TO NAMIBIA

Mr. Tom Woods, Deputy Assistant Administrator of the United States Agency for International Development's Bureau for Africa, will be in Namibia from January 22nd through the morning of January 24th.  The main purpose of his visit will be to gain a better understanding of Namibia's efforts to curb the spread and impact of HIV/AIDS and to visit Namibian organizations receiving support under President Bush's Emergency Program for HIV/AIDS Relief.  

 

Mr. Woods will also be visiting several other sites of United States Government assistance, including three conservancies in Northwestern Namibia as well as the Walvis Bay Port.  At the conservancies, he will be introduced to Namibia's internationally acclaimed community based natural resource management program and see first hand the positive impact that tourism can have on rural incomes.  At the Port, he will be briefed on the Trans-Kalahari Corridor, and its potential as an efficient and cost-effective Southern African trade route.  

 

Mr. Woods will be joined during his trip by Mr. Garrett Grigsby, Deputy Assistant Administrator of USAID's Bureau for Democracy and Humanitarian Assistance.  Mr. Grigsby will stay through January 30, traveling to Rundu to visit with beneficiaries of the United States Government N$350,000 seed distribution program for drought affected farmers in the Kavango region as well as a United States Government supported school and health clinic.  

 

During their visit Messrs. Woods and Grigsby are scheduled to meet with Minister of Foreign Affairs, Hidipo Hamutenya and Minister of Health, Dr. Libertine Amathila.
